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 Effective January 30, 2009, the 
FMCSA amended regulations requiring CDL 
holders that must comply with physical quali-
fication requirements to provide an original 
or copy of their current medical examiner’s 
certificate to PennDOT, and to certify the 
type of commercial vehicle they anticipate 
driving.  [This is called “self-certification.”]  
The states are required to start compli-
ance by January 30, 2012.   In addition, 
FMCSA requires states to take action 
against CDL holders that do not provide the 
required up-to-date medical certification 
status by “downgrading” their CDL operating 
status resulting in their inability to drive a 
commercial vehicle. 
 
 FMCSA feels there is a need to 
improve the oversight of the medical certifi-
cation process for CMV drivers although no 
studies provide data on the number of medi-
cally unqualified drivers. 
 
TIMELINE:   BEGINNING JANUARY 30, 
2012 and NO LATER THAN JANUARY 30, 
2014 
 During a two year period, Penn-
DOT will be sending CDL drivers a letter 
explaining what they need to do to self-
certify.  The process is as follows: 
 
STEP #1.  Existing CDL Holders will have 
to provide PennDOT with: 
 
-Certification that they operate in interstate 
commerce as either a Non-excepted Inter-
state or Intrastate Operator (exempt from 
reporting). 
-Submit an original or a copy of a current 
Medical Examiner’s Certificate. 
 
STEP #2.  PennDOT will be required to: 
 
-Post a certification status of “certified” on 
the CDLIS driver’s record if #1 and #2 above 
are met. 
-If CDL holder does not certify by complying 
with #1 and #2 above, PennDOT will post  
“not certified” on the CDLIS driver’s record.  
PennDOT will be required by federal law to 

initiate a “downgrade” of the driver’s CDL 
license which means the CDL holder will 
lose all CDL operating privileges.  A Class B 
Commercial driver will become a Non-
commercial Class B driver, for example. 
 
WHY THIS IS SO IMPORTANT TO COM-
MERCIAL DRIVERS AND EMPLOYERS 
 
 If a CDL driver chooses not to  Self
-Certify, their CDL license will be 
“downgraded” resulting in the inability to 
operate a commercial vehicle.  This is a loss 
of the ability to make a living to a driver, a 
major shortage of drivers for bus operators, 
broken contracts with the inability to service 
them, etc. 
 
WHAT IS PBA DOING? 
 
 PBA met with PennDOT, PA Motor 
Truck Association and the PA School Bus 
Association on October 14th to discuss the 
FMCSA requirements in detail, review SAM-
PLE letters that will be sent to CDL drivers, 
and offer suggestions and concerns so that 
the process runs smoothly. 
 
 PennDOT has indicated that they 
require legislative changes to the Vehicle 
Code to implement this new federal require-
ments.  PBA and the other association lob-
byists have contacted Senate and House 
Transportation Chairs to express the urgen-
cy of the legislation.  It is now up to Penn-
DOT to work directly with the legislature to 
obtain passage. 
 
 Once legislation passes and Penn-
DOT has final form correspondence they 
can forward to all CDL drivers, PBA will 
send PBA Bus Operator members samples 
so that your key management understands 
the process and can communicate the ur-
gency and importance of compliance to your 
drivers. 
 
WHAT IS SELF-CERTIFICATION? 
 
 The FMCSA has determined that 

each CDL driver will have to inform Penn-
DOT as to which type of vehicle they will be 
driving.  The categories are: 
 
Excepted Interstate – driving a commercial 
vehicle over state lines that currently does 
not require a medical examiner certification 
Excepted Intrastate – driving a commercial 
vehicle within Pennsylvania that does not 
require a medical examiner certification 
Non-excepted Interstate – driving a com-
mercial vehicle over state lines that requires 
a medical examiner certification 
Non-excepted Intrastate – driving a com-
mercial vehicle within Pennsylvania that 
requires a medical examiner certification 
 
If the vehicle type changes, the CDL driver 
will have to inform PennDOT since they now 
may need a medical examiner certification. 
Individuals that want to retain their CDL li-
cense but have no intention of driving a 
commercial vehicle again will have to Self-
Certify with one of the “Excepted” situations. 
 
PENNDOT’S PLAN OF ACTION 
 
 PennDOT’s plan is to start sending 
letters out December 15th (if legislation pass-
es) for those with CDLs expiring June 2012 
and June 2014.  Each month after Decem-
ber, they will take the next month expirations 
and mail the letter and Self-Certification 
Forms.  Example:  January 15, 2012 mailing 
will be for CDLs expiring July 2012 and July 
2014.  There are over 400,000 licensed CDL 
drivers affected by this FMCSA change so 
the effort by PennDOT is enormous. 
 
 As additional information becomes 
available, PBA will send a packet to all PBA 
bus operator members.  In the meantime, 
bus operators should begin to inform their 
CDL drivers of the PennDOT notifications 
they can expect to receive.  Once the docu-
ments are posted on-line, a schedule of 
PennDOT mailings will also be included and 
helpful to all employers.

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CDL COMPLIANCE CHANGES COMING SOON 
 
 The motorcoach industry is heavily regu-
lated by the FMCSA unlike some industries that 
are more controlled by state laws and regulations.  
That said, when the FMCSA implements a new 
regulatory change, they frequently pass the re-
quirement down to the states to implement.  That is 
how the upcoming FMCSA change to CDL medical 
examination certificates will soon become a huge 
issue for CDL holders in Pennsylvania. 
 
 The front page of Bus Digest talks about 
this upcoming change which is effective January 
30, 2012.  There are two very important items to 
remember as employers of CDL drivers as follows: 
 
#1 Self-Certification.  PennDOT will be sending 
letters to all 400,000+ CDL drivers in Pennsylvania 
over the next two years.  The letter will be request-
ing that a CDL driver tell PennDOT what  type of 
driving they do:  excepted interstate, excepted in-
trastate, non-excepted interstate, or non-excepted 
intrastate.  “Excepted” meaning the type of vehicle 
and trips they take are exempt from the medical 
examiner certification.  “Non-excepted” means the 
driver is operating a vehicle not exempt from a 
medical examiner’s certification requirement.  In 
most cases, this will be a one-time requirement of 
PennDOT UNLESS the driver changes the type of 
trips they operate in a commercial vehicle that re-
quires a FMCSA medical examiner’s certification.  
In that case, the CDL driver will need to complete 
another Self-Certification Form.  In addition, each 
time a CDL driver receives a new Medical Examin-
er's Certification, including one for 3-months, they 
will need to send it to PennDOT or take it to a Driv-
er License Center for updating on PennDOT’s CDL 
database (a FMCSA requirement). 
 
#2 Downgrading.  This is the most devastating 
result of a CDL holder ignoring a PennDOT notifi-
cation requesting Self-Certification and the submis-
sion of a current Medical Examiner’s Certification.  
If the CDL holder does NOT submit these docu-
ments by an established deadline, PennDOT will 
have no choice but to immediately downgrade a 
CDL and remove the ability to drive a commercial 
vehicle legally.  This is a FMCSA require-
ment…..no exceptions.  Everyone loses in this 
situation:  the driver can’t make a living, the em-
ployer can’t fulfill contracts, and the driver needs to 
begin the CDL process all over again. 
 
 PBA cannot stress enough that all bus 
operators need to begin NOW to alert your CDL 
drivers of the change coming down in 2012.  Penn-
DOT has a time table they will use to mail the Self-

Certification Forms and 
to request a copy of a 
Medical Examiner’s 
Certification.  The first 
wave of mailings in December 2011 will be for 
those CDLs expiring June 2012 and June 2014.  
Each month thereafter, the dates will be bumped  a 
month.  Initially, these critical mailings will be tied 
to CDL renewals.  After January 30, 2014, they will 
be tied to the expiration of a Medical Examiner’s 
Certificate. 
 
CAUTION IS IN THE WIND!  The only way this 
process of obtaining Self-Certification and copies 
of Medical Examiner’s Certificates will not occur on 
schedule is if critical Vehicle Code amendments 
are not passed by Pennsylvania’s legislature by 
the end of 2011.  It is PennDOT’s responsibility to 
make sure this is accomplished.  They have 
reached out to the state associations most affected 
by this requirement including the PA Motor Truck 
Association, PA School Bus Association, and PBA.  
We hare all made contact with the Senate and 
House Transportation Chairs already. 
 
 Stay tuned for continued updates on this 
extremely important issue.  You do not want to be 
in a position of having no CDL drivers to operate 
your beautiful motorcoaches! 
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 The other important issue is the 
Philadelphia Parking Authority regulations.  
Since January, PBA has worked very 
closely with PPA’s legal counsel to reduce 
the burden on bus operators until we can 
pursue legislation permanently exempting 
buses from any registration requirements.  
The Independent Regulatory Review Com-
mission approved the final form PPA regu-
lations on October 6, 2011, which are now 
at the Attorney General’s Office for review.  
Once printed in final form in the PA Bulle-
tin, they will become effective.   
 
 PBA will send a mailing to all PBA 
bus operator members with the appropri-
ate short form and other minor require-
ments once the regulations appear in the 
PA Bulletin.

Vermont Tourism Network  is a cooperative market-
ing organization working in partnership with the Ver-
mont Department of Tourism and Marketing, repre-
senting Vermont lodging, attractions, shopping and 
restaurant businesses in packaged tour and travel 
marketing. 

 As we move forward through the Autumn 
Season, our Industry continues to fall under close 
scrutiny by federal and state government entities.  
The rash of severe motorcoach accidents that have 
plagued us earlier in the year continue to be magni-
fied through the public’s eyes with the center of at-
tention directed toward our drivers and fleets. 
 
 During our most recent Board of Directors 
Meeting which was held at the Museum of Bus 
Transportation in Hershey, we welcomed Lt. Ray 
Cook and Corporal Rick Koontz from the Pennsylva-
nia State Police.

through various levels of inspections.  Carriers will 
be targeted based on those that are deemed unsafe 
and exceed the guidelines set forth by the FMCSA’s 
measurement system.  He made it clear that their 
focus will be on the bad driver problems.  They will 
also strive to educate and broker a relationship with 
motorcoach companies and assist them in fully un-
derstanding all regulations. 
 
 We can expect a major step up in various 
levels of inspections in 2012. 
 
 Both Lt. Cook and Cpl. Koontz have been 
invited to address our group at the Marketplace 
Luncheon Awards Program at the Harrisburg Holi-
day Inn on March 19, 2012.  They have also been 
invited to participate in our Annual Meeting in Erie, 
PA, June 12 – 15 2012.  They have accepted both 
invitations and look forward to an on-going relation-
ship of education with the motorcoach industry.  I 
hope you and your key management staff are able 
to join us to hear this valuable information firsthand.

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 On October 6, 2011, the Pennsyl-
vania Independent Regulatory Review Com-
mission (IRRC) approved final regulations 
submitted by the Philadelphia Parking Au-
thority (PPA).  The regulations are currently 
at the Attorney General’s Office for review.  
Once published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin, 
the regulations will be come effective for 
taxicabs, limousines, and large vehicles 
(buses) operating in Philadelphia. 
 
 The inclusion of large vehicles 
(buses) in the regulations were required 
because the original Act 94 of 2004 did not 
exempt such vehicles from PPA oversight.  
During the entire regulatory process (the 
second time around), starting in January 
2011, PBA worked very closely with the 
PPA’s attorney to reduce the burden on mo-
torcoach operators traveling into, out of, or 
around Philadelphia.  Motorcoaches are 
highly regulated by the FMCSA and the re-
quirements in the regulations are a duplica-
tion of existing enforcement efforts.  
 
 Note the items that motorcoach 
operators traveling to Philadelphia must 

comply with are in the box to the left.  The 
requirements are significantly reduced than 
the original document from January 2011. 
 
PBA’S NEXT STEP 
 
 The Philadelphia Parking Authority 
has expressed interest in working with PBA 
to exempt buses from their oversight by 
amending the statute.  Over the past 10 
months, PBA worked closely with PPA in 
explaining the current extensive oversight of 
motorcoaches by the Federal Motor Carrier 
Safety Administration (FMCSA), the pre-
emption issue with USDOT authority, and 
the amount of training that will be required 
by PPA enforcers and inspectors if they 
were required to inspect motorcoaches.  
PBA expects to start this effort in January of 
2012.

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 On a good day, the Susquehanna 
River on the left is actually at least 25’ lower 
than what you can see here.  But the water 
is about 6” from the road in this photo, and 
PBA’s building sits right across the street!  
The river water was rising very quickly on 
that Thursday, September 8th and forced 
PBA’s staff to vacate the building around  
11 am  before being told to evacuate by the 
local authorities. 
 
 By Friday, September 9th, the  
Susquehanna River crested over 26’ and all 
roads leading into Harrisburg were closed 
due to high waters and major flooding.  How 
did PBA fair in all the rising waters?  Not too 
bad, actually. 
 
 PBA’s building is an old quaint 
house built in the early 1920s.  Over six feet 
of water managed to flow into the basement 
leaving behind some smelly odors and de-
bris.    In addition to having to replace the 
furnace (only three years old), hot water 
heater, electrical connections, plumbing, 
power wash the entire floor, walls and ceil-
ing, replace the ceiling insulation, replace 
the dehumidifier and fan, and a few other 

minor things, we were lucky. 
 
 Homes and businesses in a flood 
plain are required to purchase flood insur-
ance which PBA of course had.  An adjuster 
was able to come over on a Sunday the 
following week and worked very well with us 
in terms of what we could proceed with and 
even arranged an advance on the flood in-
surance. 
 
 PBA had great vendors working 
crazy hours to make our needed repairs.  
Aside from having no air conditioning during 
three hot and muggy weeks in September, 
we were able to come to the office everyday 
and monitor the clean-up effort and do our 
association work.  Many thanks for all those 
great companies that worked so hard. 
 
 So we finally got that 100 year 
flood out of the way!  Let’s hope Mother  
Nature doesn’t have other plans……….
